4. Week Four Payment is Due June 20th by 5:30pm our office will be closed Wednesday June 19th.  
5. Week Five Payment is Due June 27th by 5:30pm 
6. Week Six Payment is Due WEDNESDAY July 3rd by 5:30pm our office is closed Thursday July 4th. 
7. Week Seven Payment is Due July 11th by 5:30pm 
8. Week Eight Payment is Due July 18th by 5:30pm
9. Week Nine Payment is Due July 25th by 5:30pm
10. Week Ten Payment is Due August 1st by 5:30pm
Payments can be made in cash, check, and card. You may also call over the phone to pay for your child’s camp payment. If you are paying for multiple children, please note that the payment will be listed under the oldest child’s name. 
Behavior Guidelines
We expect campers to always act respectfully and demonstrate care when they are on our property or participating in our guest programs. Campers should behave responsibly, exhibit self-control, keep hands to themselves, be nice to others, and follow simple instructions. Campers should talk to a counselor or any camp staff member if they are uncomfortable with any experiences or need assistance while at camp.
Things that are not acceptable at Shelby City Park Summer Day Camp Program
· Refusing to follow the behavior guidelines or participate in activities, cooperate with Day Camp Staff or other City Park employees.
· Using profanity, vulgarity, or obscenity, vandalism, stealing or damaging property (personal or Shelby City Park property)
· Disrupting a program/leaving program without permission
· Endangering the health and safety of children, staff, or other visitors of Shelby City Park
· Fighting, Kissing, Teasing, Gossiping, Bullying, or Sexual Conduct of any kind to Campers, Day Camp Staff, Shelby City Park Employees, or visitors. 
· Not abiding Shelby Aquatics Center Rules.
· Use of illicit drugs, alcohol/tobacco (including electronic cigarettes & vapes). Bringing weapons on Shelby City Park property including knives or firearms. 
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If your camper does not follow the rules above or has difficulty with any part of these expectations, they will be asked to take responsibility for their actions and the Recreation Programs Supervisor or Day Camp Directors will make every effort to match the consequence to the action.
Generally speaking, we will follow this process for any inappropriate behaviors, which follows the protocol set forth in our Shelby City Park Parent Handbook:
Discipline Procedures
1. Staff will redirect the camper to more appropriate behavior. The camper will be reminded of behavior guidelines and camp rules, and the camper will be asked to decide on ways to correct his/her behavior.
2. If a child’s behavior still does not meet expectations and is affecting the experience of other campers, he/she will be referred to one of the Camp Directors, a parent/guardian will be contacted. 
3. After being referred to a Camp Director, a meeting between the family, camper, Recreation Programs Supervisor and if needed Recreation Programs Superintendent will be scheduled to talk through continued participation in the program.
4. If inappropriate behavior continues, as a final action step the camper may be dismissed from camp.
5. Removal from the program is a possibility depending on the severity and continuation of the behavior or action. The Recreation Programs Supervisor or Day Camp Directors may decide to skip some of these steps if necessary.
